Institutele culturale române¿ti promoveazå dialogul ¿i rela¡iile culturale 
între România ¿i Austria, Belgia, Cehia, Fran¡a, Germania, Israel, Italia, 
Marea Britanie, Polonia, Portugalia, Spania, Statele Unite ale Americii, 
Suedia, Turcia, Ungaria, prin diseminarea informa¡iei culturale ¿i integrarea 
valorilor culturale române¿ti în circuitul european ¿i interna¡ional. 
Totodatå, institutele încurajeazå ¿i sus¡in predarea limbii române ca limbå 
stråinå ¿i a studiilor interculturale ¿i lingvistice ¿i realizeazå, în colaborare 
cu Ministerul Afacerilor Externe, evenimente punctuale sau campanii 
permanente de diploma¡ie publicå pentru promovarea rela¡iilor bilaterale 
¿i pentru cunoa¿terea civiliza¡iei române¿ti în lume.

În 2009, re¡eaua institutelor culturale române¿ti ¿i-a propus consolidarea 
pozi¡iei de mediator între arti¿tii români ¿i pie¡ele culturale europene ¿i 
interna¡ionale prin continuarea rela¡iilor de parteneriat cu operatori culturali 
stråini, identificarea de noi parteneri de proiect, ini¡ierea ¿i participarea 
la evenimente organizate în cadrul EUNIC – re¡eaua europeanå a 
institutelor culturale na¡ionale. Majoritatea institutelor culturale române¿ti 
fac parte din aceastå re¡ea, în timp ce un numår important de directori se 
aflå în board-urile de conducere sau de¡in pre¿edin¡ia cluster-urilor locale. 
La nivel de heads, Institutul Cultural Român este membru al EUNIC din 
2007. În prezent vicepre¿edinte al re¡elei, Horia-Roman Patapievici va 
prelua în 2010 func¡ia de pre¿edinte al EUNIC.



Numårul institutelor culturale române¿ti din stråinåtate s-a dublat în numai patru ani. Dacå 
în anul 2004 func¡ionau ¿apte institute, în prezent s-a ajuns la un numår de ¿aisprezece 
institute culturale române¿ti: la Berlin, Bruxelles, Budapesta (cu filialå la Seghedin), Istanbul, 
Lisabona, Londra, Madrid, New York, Paris, Praga, Roma, Stockholm, Tel Aviv, Var¿ovia, 
Vene¡ia, Viena. În prima jumåtate a anului 2009, urmeazå så fie inaugurat oficial ¿i Institutul 
Cultural Român de la Kiev, împreunå cu filiala de la Cernåu¡i. În urma unui acord cu Direc¡ia 
Rela¡ii Culturale Educa¡ionale ¿i ªtiin¡ifice din cadrul Ministerului Afacerilor Externe, Institutul 
Cultural Român a preluat încå din anul 2006 finan¡area ¿i organizarea proiectelor culturale 
derulate de Centrul Român de Informare de la Bruxelles. Decizia Institutului Cultural Român 
a fost luatå pe baza evaluårii importan¡ei culturale ¿i politice pe care o are capitala Belgiei 
pentru România.

Institutele culturale române¿ti din stråinåtate se aflå într-o perioadå de consolidare a 
capacitå¡ii organiza¡ionale. A început implementarea unei politici coerente de monitorizare 
¿i evaluare a impactului activitå¡ilor pe care le desfå¿oarå pentru conectarea pie¡ii culturale 
române¿ti la pie¡ele culturale europene ¿i interna¡ionale, pentru sus¡inerea prezen¡ei arti¿tilor 
români la evenimente majore specifice fiecårei expresii artistice ¿i pentru promovarea 
industriilor creative.

Cele ¿aisprezece institute culturale române¿ti din stråinåtate au organizat numai în 2008 
peste 700 de activitå¡i culturale. Selec¡ia prezentatå în paginile care urmeazå eviden¡iazå 
atât diversitatea subiectelor (de la academic-¿tiin¡ific, la forme de culturå popularå sau 
industrii creative), a formelor de organizare (de la cele clasic-tradi¡ionale la cele interactive ¿i 
combinate), cât ¿i a tipurilor de public cårora le-au fost adresate.

Introduction

Romanian Cultural Institutes promote cultural dialogue and relations 
between Romania and Austria, Belgium, the Czech Republic, France, 
Germany, Hungary, Israel, Italy, Poland, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Turkey, 
the United Kingdom and the United States of America, by disseminating 
cultural information and integrating Romanian cultural values within 
the European and international circuit. At the same time, the Institutes 
encourage and support the teaching of Romanian as a foreign language 
and intercultural and linguistic studies, and organise, in partnership with 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, individual events and ongoing campaigns of 
public diplomacy to promote bilateral relations and a better understanding 
of Romanian culture internationally.

In 2009, the network of Romanian Cultural Institutes intends to consolidate 
its position as mediator between Romanian artists and European and 
international cultural markets by continuing partnership relations with 
foreign cultural operators, identifying new project partners, initiating and 
participating in events organised within the framework of EUNIC – the 
European network of national cultural institutes. The majority of Romanian 
Cultural Institutes are part of this network, while a significant number of 
the directors are members of management boards or hold the presidency 
of local clusters. At the heads level, the Romanian Cultural Institute has 
been a member of EUNIC since 2007. Currently Vice-President of the 
network, Horia-Roman Patapievici will assume the position of President 
of EUNIC in 2010.



The number of Romanian Cultural Institutes abroad has doubled in just four years. Whereas 
in 2004 there were seven institutes, at present there are a total of sixteen Romanian Cultural 
Institutes, in Berlin, Brussels, Budapest (with a branch in Szeged), Istanbul, Lisbon, London, 
Madrid, New York, Paris, Prague, Rome, Stockholm, Tel Aviv, Venice, Vienna and Warsaw. 
In the first half of 2009, the Romanian Cultural Institute in Kiev will be officially inaugurated, 
together with a branch in Cernåu¡i (Chernivtsi). Following an accord with the Department of 
Cultural, Educational and Scientific Relations within the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, in 2006 
the Romanian Cultural Institute took over the financing and organisation of cultural projects 
unfolded by the Romanian Information Centre in Brussels. The Romanian Cultural Institute’s 
decision was based on an evaluation of the cultural and political importance to Romania of 
the Belgian capital.

Romanian Cultural Institutes abroad are now undergoing a period of consolidation of their 
organisational capacity. A coherent policy has been put in place to monitor and evaluate 
the impact of activities aimed at connecting the Romanian cultural market to European and 
international cultural markets, at sustaining the presence of Romanian artists at major events 
specific to all the fields of artistic expression, and at promoting the creative industries.

In 2008, the sixteen Romanian Cultural Institutes abroad organised more than 700 cultural 
activities. The selection presented in the pages that follow highlights both the diversity of the 
subject matter (from academic/scholarly to forms of folk culture and the creative industries), 
of the forms of organisation (from the classic/traditional to the interactive and composite), 
and also of the types of audience at which they were aimed.

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The Festival of European Film, Bucharest, Timi¿oara, Craiova 
and Jassy, 8-30 May

Under the subject heading of intercultural dialogue, the twelfth annual 
Festival of European Film featured forty films from twenty-five countries: 
Austria, Belgium, the Czech Republic, Croatia, Denmark, Finland, France, 
Germany, Greece, The Netherlands, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Lithuania, 
Luxembourg, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, 
Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey and the United Kingdom. The Festival 
continued its tradition of inviting a young Romanian director to play the part 
of Honorary Ambassador of European Film. With Cristi Puiu and Corneliu 
Porumboiu having assumed this role in 2006 and 2007 respectively, this 
year it was the turn of Cristian Mungiu. The event was organised with the 
support of The European Commission Representation in Romania and of 
the embassies and cultural centres of the European countries. This year 
the festival was attended by record audiences of over 15,000 people.

“Bizarre Public Transport”, Bucharest, 27-31 August

Staged by the Ilotopie theatre ensemble (France), the project offered 
Bucharest public-transport users a new form of travel: three fantastic buses 
circulated around Bucharest for five days, transporting utopias, dreams 
and passengers. The new buses – Treebus, High-Life Bus and Bizarrebus 
– circulated along the usual routes, but offered unusual experiences. They 
could be encountered every day on a different RATB bus route, at the 
intersection between the real and the imaginary. Passengers were asked 
not to punch their tickets on boarding the bus, not to doubt their dreams, 
and, above all, to hold on tightly to the safety bars, in order not to slide… 
into other worlds.

“Don’t hesitate to take the Treebus, in order to be part of a wonderful 
ecological parable. But you can also enjoy a cruise into other worlds on 
the High-Life Bus or the Bizarrebus. All you need is an ordinary RATB 
bus ticket, and, in any case, in the woods you won’t be meeting packs 
of ticket inspectors… The three buses will circulate through Bucharest 
until 31 August. Regardless of which one you board, you will reach your 
destination in a much better mood!”

7 plus, 28 August 2008

“The Last Rhapsodes”, Institute headquarters, January – 
December

A series of encounters with artists and performers from the village 
milieu. The urban public had the opportunity to enter into direct contact 
with authentic rhapsodes, conservers of traditional musical values. The 
meetings were more than mere recitals. Artist and musicologist Grigore 
Le¿e, also the initiator of the programme, each time encouraged the 
protagonists to join a direct and spectacular dialogue that was extremely 
well received by audiences.

“A magical evening […] Zaim Petru, one of the most talented Romanian 
cymbal players, gave an exceptional recital. […] With sticks or just 
specially trained fingers, Zaim, a folk musician of the old school, from 
Câmpulung Moldovenesc, performed on Tuesday evening […] and then 
joined a dialogue with Grigore Le¿e.

The first Romanian showing at the Göteborg Book Fair, wholly conceived 
and implemented by the Romanian Cultural Institute in Stockholm, was 
considered a great success by the Swedish press. The project, entitled 
“Voices from Romania”, included seminars, book launches, poetry 
readings, the publication of a presentation catalogue and a photographic 
exhibition with portraits of Romanian writers. The RCI Stockholm stand 
was visited by approximately 2,000 visitors during the course of the Book 
Fair. Among the writers invited, Mircea Cårtårescu and Herta Müller 
enjoyed the greatest attention on the part of the Swedish press. Mircea 
Cårtårescu was described by writer and journalist Martina Lowden as 
“the idol, the hero, the demigod whom we all want to hear” (in the 26 
September edition of the main Swedish daily Dagens Nyheter). On the 
edition of the “Babel” literary programme shown on Swedish Television 
on 27 September, presenter Daniel Sjölin, himself a poet and novelist, 
declared: “If the editors of ‘Babel’ were responsible for awarding the Nobel 
Prize for Literature this year, the ten million Swedish kronor would go to 
Herta Müller, their favourite writer.”

“Romania is the country which, together with India, will present the section 
‘Voices of the World’. Bearing in mind that it has as its guests writers 
extremely highly rated by the critics and ranked as candidates for the 
Nobel Prize, we might wonder why Romania was not the focus country.”
